RULES AND REGULATIONS

General Rules of Conduct
» Every student should be neatly and decently dressed.
» Wednesday has an open dress code for students.
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Every student should be present in the college 5 minutes before the commencement of the
prayer session. Latecomers will not be permitted to attend classes for the day. Habitual
latecomers will be fined.

Students are required to bring their identity card to college every day.

Students should maintain discipline while interacting with teaching, non-teaching staff and
fellow-students.

Students are expected to check the notice boards regularly.

No meetings or celebrations shall be conducted in the college premises without the permission
of the Principal.

Loitering in the corridors, damaging furniture and writing on the desks or walls are strictly
forbidden. Students violating these rules shall be fined.

Day scholars opting for bus facilities shall maintain absolute discipline. Any misbehavior
shall

be dealt with seriously.

Students should abide by the rules and regulations framed by the college authorities from time
to time.

Students attending lectures in classrooms or working in laboratories shall maintain perfect
silence.

Students are not permitted to leave the classroom during class hours.

Transfer Certificates and Conduct Certificates will not be issued unless all dues to the college
and hostel are cleared.

The Principal’s decision shall be final in all matters of punishment to the students for the
infringement of any of the rules.

Library Rules

The Library is open on all working days from 8.30 am to 5 pm. Students should visit the

library frequently to develop a general reading habit and for reference work related to their
subjects, ensuring intelligent reading without neglecting general reading.

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Absolute silence must be maintained in and around the library. Loud consultation, animated
conversation, etc. are strictly prohibited.

It is obligatory on the part of the students to be members of the library.

The library will remain closed on second Saturdays and Sundays, and during summer
vacation.

Books and periodicals will be issued only upon presentation of the identity card issued by
the college.

Upon receiving a book, students must immediately report any unaccounted damage to the
Librarian. Failure to do so will make the student responsible for such damage when
subsequently detected by the Librarian. Borrowing and returning of books must be done
within the library's notified timings as posted on the notice board.

Books should be returned on or before the due date. Late returns will incur a fine of Rs. 5/-.
No member is permitted to lend library books to anyone within or outside the college.
Students may borrow only one book at a time for home reading.

In case of loss or damage to a book, students are liable to pay double the published price.

The library accepts donations of manuscripts, books, journals, etc., from individuals,
societies, institutions, and alumni.

Attendance and Leave Rules

Attendance on the reopening day and the closing day of every semester is compulsory.

Students must maintain punctuality in their attendance. Students with attendance below the
required norms will not be permitted to write semester examinations.

Students are not allowed to take leave without prior notice.
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» Leave applications should be endorsed by the parents/guardian/warden.

» Leave applications should be submitted to the respective Mentor for approval by the
Principal.

» If a student is absent for more than 10 days without notice, their name will be struck off the
registers. Subsequently, the student must seek readmission by paying the admission fee to
continue their course.

» Students applying for sick leave for more than five days, or any student absent for unit tests
or pre-semester examinations on medical grounds, must provide a medical certificate from a
registered medical practitioner.

» Students seeking half-day leave must obtain permission from the Principal.
» Students absent for more than 3 days must meet the Principal along with their parents.

Bus Rules

To the attention of students who travel by College Bus
Bus pass is mandatory.
A bus pass is required to travel on the bus.
When disembarking, hand over your bus pass to the conductor.
Collect your bus pass when boarding the bus.
Arrive at your boarding point at least five minutes before the scheduled departure time.
You may board and disembark only at your chosen stop.
If you wish to arrive at college by bus but return by another mode of transport, you must
submit
a letter from your department's HOD.
To discontinue bus travel, inform the bus manager and return your bus pass.
If your bus pass is lost, obtain a replacement immediately by paying a fine of Rs. 100.
Maintain a quiet atmosphere during your bus journey, respecting others.
If you bring a mobile phone for classroom purposes, do not use it on the bus. Phones used on
the bus will be confiscated and sent to the principal's office.
» The deadline for paying the First Semester bus fees is August 31%, and for the Second

It is February 28".
» Keep your bus fee receipt safely.
» Minimize unnecessary conversation with the driver and conductor.
» Report any inconvenience experienced on the bus to the Director immediately.

OFFICE OF THE CONTROLLER OF EXAMINATIONS

I. Condonation as Per University Norms

Students must have attained 75% attendance in each course to be eligible for appearing in the
final examination. Students who have attained between 74% and 70% attendance may apply for
condonation using the prescribed form and paying the prescribed fee. Students with 69% to 60%
attendance may also apply for condonation using the prescribed form, provided they submit a
Medical Certificate along with the fee.

Students with less than 50% attendance are not eligible to appear for the examination and
must repeat the semester(s) upon completion of the course, with prior approval.

I1. Tests / Examinations

Continuous Internal Assessment (CIA):
Two centralized tests for Internal Assessment will be conducted in a semester on
completion of adequate number of units in the syllabus. The progress of these tests will be sent to
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the parents.

Pre-Semester Examination
Pre-Semester examinations are conducted at the end of each semester to assess student
progress and implement necessary remedial measures.

I11. Norms for Re-Valuation / Retotalling / Transparency [As Per University Norms]
